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The Filene Research Institute’s CU Tomorrow project seeks to introduce talented professionals to opportunities in the credit union system. Net Impact is a student-based global network whose members are committed to using business to improve the world. Net Impact maintains active chapters at a nationally dispersed group of prestigious business schools. Filene seeks credit union system partners that will offer management-level internships and job opportunities to Net Impact students.

Partnership

Credit union partnership with Filene and Net Impact entails offering a management-level internship, called a Filene Summer Fellowship, during the summer of 2009. Credit unions and credit union organizations can offer Net Impact's core member— a talented business student concerned about corporate social responsibility and sustainability— an excellent place to contribute. Credit unions can leverage their member-owned structure, local focus, and unique history to attract such students, then offer them leadership and strategic responsibilities sooner than they might find at different organizations.

Support

Filene has made a significant donation to Net Impact on behalf of America’s Credit Unions in return for Net Impact’s help attracting talented students. Filene is not seeking monetary support for this program, rather a commitment from interested credit unions to fund their own internships. Salaries for top business students for executive-level intern programs may run $1,000 to $1,500 per week.
Filene Summer Fellowship

Filene will present a standard definition of the Filene Summer Fellowship to interested Net Impact students. The fellowship will include opportunities to:

· Interact with senior managers and the board of directors.

· Work on issues of strategic importance at the credit union.

Timeline   

For the Net Impact partnership to attract Filene Summer Fellows or new hires during the 2008-2009 school year, Filene plans to begin awareness campaigns, including Webinars, branding, and in-depth calls with Net Impact’s membership before the organization’s annual conference in November 2008. The sooner we can aggregate positions and define the opportunities in the credit union system, the more effective we will be in getting a good response from Net Impact members.
